1. Must have been a member of a Tennessee Walking Horse Association for at least 18 months before application deadline
of June 1.
2. Must be at least a junior in high school at time of application.
3. Applications and all supplemental information (i.e. transcripts, references) must be postmarked by June 1. Applications
and materials that contain a later postmark will not be considered.

The photograph should be of a quality for
reproduction purposes. Photographs must be in color and a minimum of 3” x 5” in size and a maximum of 8” x 10”.
